Dear Friends, 
 

Presbyterians hold the Bible in high esteem.  It is the Word of God to us and guides us in faith 
and life.  Our confessional statements is based on it and our polity is formed by it.  Yet sadly, 
many have never read the Bible from cover to cover.   
 

So here is the challenge we are putting before you.  Beginning on Sunday, August 12, we are go-
ing to read the Bible all the way through in ninety days.  The Sunday School classes and Sunday 
morning messages will be based on the reading done the prior week.   
 

Here is what you need to do: 1) Commit to the challenge.  It may be daunting, but together we 
can do this.  2) Register for reading the Bible in 90 Days on the churchôs web site or at one of our 
registration tables at the church.  You will need to decide whether to buy the Read the Bible in 90 
Days Bible or use your own and the studentôs Participantôs Guide for your class.  The Read the 
Bible in 90 Days Bible is broken down so you can read 12 pages a day to complete the task.  It is 
the New International Version which is a poplar and readable translation.  You will enjoy it.  
 

Remember this is a Bible reading program.  It is not a Bible study plan.  It is not a devotional ex-
ercise.  It is a reading plan that will take you from Genesis to Revelation, straight through the  
Bible.

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From the Session 

At the April 10 stated meeting moderated by Dr. Mike Anderson, the session heard the following re-
ports: 
 

¶ The Hospitality/Membership reports an average 1-2 visitor sign-ins each week.   
 
¶ The Worship Committee is working on the July Worship services in the Fellowship Hall us-

ing more tables eliminating setup each week for Friendship Table.  We will worship together 
through August 5. Easter Sunday was a great blend of all of our music programs, services 
were well attended and well organized.   

 
¶ Faith Development:  Confirmation will wrap up at our annual meeting April 29.  Planning for 

VBS is underway.  B90 planning continues.  Registration form is online, tables to be set up in 
May, and the program begins August 12. 

 
¶ Mission Committee  Operation Inasmuch is April 21 and will include work at Hickory Log. 

Backpack buddies needs specifically Mac and Cheese and Beanie Weanies. 
 
¶ Budget and Finance  With our ideal budget mark of 25%, we have revenues at almost 30%, 

and expenses at 27%.  Properties budget has expended less this year than last year at this 
time. 

 
¶ The session voted to move forward with a new online pictorial directory at a cost of $80 per 

year.

We are incredibly excited to be taking fourteen youth, ten adults and four 

children to Montreat, NC, for our first ever FPC Montreat Youth Confer-

ence/Mission experience this June!  Thirteen high school youth will participate 

in the week-long Montreat Youth Conference with over 1000 other Presbyterian 

young people, and our youth and adults will also do several mission projects with 

Asheville Youth Mission.  All twenty-eight of us will enjoy recreation, worship 

and the spiritual rejuvenation and beauty of Montreat Conference Center and the 

North Carolina mountains.   

Feeding this crew of twenty-eight hungry Presbyterians will be no small feat!  As we plan and prepare for 

our trip, we have an opportunity for members of FPC to help us ñstock the pantryò for Montreat.  Beginning 

May 6, please look for two special bulletin boards (one just outside the Upper Room upstairs and one in the 

main downstairs hallway across from the choir room).  The bulletin boards will feature paper tags listing non

-perishable food items and grocery store gift cards (for perishables) that we plan to use for cooking our 

meals in Montreat as we stay at the Georgia Lodge.  Please consider taking a tag or two, purchasing the 

needed items, and returning the donated food or gift cards to either the wagon outside Reneeôs office and the 

Upper Room, or to the church office.  Thank you in advance to our church family for helping to fuel our 

bodies, hearts and spirits for this amazing week in Montreat.
