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From the Pastor

Dear Friends,

As | write this letter to you, | have finished writing my sermon on the deadly
sin of anger for Sunday, February 21. A preacher always has more to say on
any subject than can be communicated in one sermon. Especially as | have
reflected on the vice of anger this week, it seems there is so much going on
in the culture around us that shows just how deadly a sin our anger can be.

e It seems the one word that newscasters and pundits use to describe
the response of the electorate in America right now to our political
situation is “anger.” | wonder sometimes if such anger is slowly killing
our republic and our common humanity.

e The shooting and killing of three people by a University of Alabama-
Huntsville professor angry over being passed up for tenure, reflects
just how murderous our rage can be.

e The suicide-crashing of a plane into an IRS building in Austin, Texas
by a man distraught and angry at the government over his taxes,
kills not only himself but takes the life of another victim in the
building.

Anger is a natural human emotion to threat. It is the “fight” part of the
“fight or flight,” response built into our survival instinct. But anger can indeed
be sinful and deadly.

In her book Glittering Vices: A New Look at the Seven Deadly Sins, Rebecca
DeYoung comments:

“The fittingness of anger’s expression is measured by whether it effectively
furthers the goal of justice or whether it merely destroys everything in its
path — including the good it was originally fighting for, or even the angry
person herself.”

It is little wonder that the Bible cautions us time and time again about our
anger; so much so that the Apostle James would urge us to “be slow to
anger, for the anger of man does not work the righteousness of God.” (James
1:20)

May God grant us all the wisdom and the grace to overcome the anger within
ourselves and the anger at work in our world.

At the February 9th monthly stated meeting, the Session took the following actions:

e Upon a motion from the Worship Committee, the Session voted to revise the order of
worship for the 8:45 a.m. and 11 a.m. services.

e Upon a motion from the Endowment Committee, the Session voted to approve a loan
agreement with the committee to pay for the cost of the roof replaced last year. The
loan of about $47,000 will be repaid over 10 years with interest to be paid equal to
what the money was earning in savings.

e Upon a motion from the Endowment Committee, the Session voted to grant a $5,000
scholarship to Todd Reinschmidt as he completes his studies.

e Upon a motion from the Christian Education Committee, the Session voted to OK a
spaghetti dinner fundraiser and variety show on Feb. 24 organized by the youth group.
Proceeds will help fund a trip to the Senior High Montreat Conference.

Committee Reports:

Outreach: The committee is revising the visitor information and new member packets and
reviewing the way visitors are contacted.

Properties: A recent work day resulted in the completion of several projects.

Stewardship and Finance: The church’s January 2010 income and expenses were much
better than they were in January 2009, but the proposed budget remains about $43,000 short
of what is needed. The committee is asking other committees to trim their budgets so that a
final budget can be approved at the March meeting. The committee reported that with the
completion of pledges from Phase Il of the capital campaign in a few months, the church
should only owe about $350,000 on the new building by June of this year.

Christian Education: The Easter Egg Hunt and Party will be Saturday, April 3, at the Shaws’
Legacy Farms. The congregation is asked to donate candy and plastic eggs. Software for the
children’s library computer requires that information about each book be entered manually.
Volunteers are needed for this project.

Diaconate: Friendship Table has been serving between 60 and 93 people each week.
Fellowship: The annual Congregational Meeting went wonderfully! More than 215 people
attended, and consideration is being given to doing the dinners more frequently.

Deaths: William G. (Bill) Ivie passed away Feb. 10. A memorial service was held on Feb. 13
in the church sanctuary.

PDA'’s Haiti response tops $500,000

With the transfer of an additional $101,500 to
ecumenical partners in Haiti, the PCUSA through
Presbyterian Disaster Assistance has contributed
more than a half-million dollars to immediate
emergency relief efforts in Haiti. PDA sent
$100,000 immediately after the January
earthquake, followed in a few days by $109,000.
The organization has also approved a $200,000
grant to Hospital Sainte Croix and an affiliated
nursing school in Leogane, Haiti. These donations
have helped the organization’s ecumenical partners
to establish 15 food and water distribution stations,
distribute 20,000 tents, and provide other needed
services and supplies. PDA is also helping to
distribute baby kits and hygiene Kkits.

Our congregation prepared 74 hygiene Kits at
Family Night and the Presbyterian Women
assembled another 30 that have been sent with
others from Cherokee Presbytery to replenish
supplies that were sent to Haiti.
